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City Council Candidates  
Mike Johnson:  I have 
served as a member of the 
Tooele City Council since 
1999, and am hopeful that I 

will be selected by our fine citizens to 
serve another four year term.  While 
we have accomplished much in the 
areas of public facilities, parks and 
recreation, infrastructure and water 
and sewer development during the 
past eight years, there is still much 
work to be done, such as completion 
of the sewer plant expansion project 
and 1000 North, the continued re-
cruitment of commercial and retail 
projects, updating our capital facili-
ties master plans, implementation of 
additional growth management poli-
cies and further development of our 
scarce water resources and park and 
recreation facilities, including devel-
opment of a working secondary wa-
ter system.   
   Of all the fine candidates for office, 
I believe that I bring the most to the 
table in terms of experience.  I have 
served two terms as a Councilman, 
including three years as City Council 
Chairman.  Additionally, I served as 
Interim Mayor for a three-month pe-
riod, prior to Mayor Dunlavy taking 
over the reins of the Mayor’s Office.  
I also have served as an elected 
member of the Board of Directors of 
TFCU for the past nine years, and 
recently completed a three year term 
as Chairman of the Board.  Finally, I 
hold a law degree from the University 
of Utah College of Law and have 
been a practicing attorney in a large 
Salt Lake law firm for the past eleven 
years. 

   Since I was first elected to the City 
Council in 1999, I have endeavored 
to do the very best job I could to rep-
resent Tooele City and its citizens in 
a fair, impartial and intelligent man-
ner, and to make sound and wise 
decisions that would benefit our 
great community.  I pledge to con-
tinue these efforts if re-elected this 
fall.   

Steve Pruden:  I was 
elected to the City Council 
4 years ago.  Since that 
time I have tried to make 
Tooele a better place.   My 
last platform was to im-

prove Parks and Streets.   I feel that 
those goals, while not complete, are 
much further along.  We just pur-
chased one of the last large pieces 
of land in the Skyline area to provide 
a park for that area.  Plans are in 
place to continue working on the 
phases of England Acres.  We are 
currently getting ready to install the 
water infrastructure for a tank and 
well house which will then enable the 
city to complete the park.  Upgrades 
are currently going on at our existing 
parks with new sod, new pavilions, 
and better playing facilities. 
   This year we have been able to do 
a lot of street work.  If your street 
wasn't done, then I am sure that it is 
on the schedule.  Improving our 
streets has always been a high prior-
ity for me.  After many years of being 
held up on the state level, we will be 
building 1000 North next year.  This 
will greatly improve our traffic situa-
tion on Main Street.  Our sewer plant 
is being upgraded.  New water 
sources have been acquired and will 

be put into the system soon.  The 
golf course remodel and expansion 
has put that facility in the best fiscal 
shape of it's life.  All these things 
have been done or are being done 
without raising taxes!    
   In addition to those things, we have 
had cultural events in our town like 
never before.  Concerts and tradi-
tional art are finding a place that 
never existed before on this level.   
   Sound fiscal management is the 
key!  Please let me continue to rep-
resent your interests at City Hall.   

Shawn Milne:  I am cur-
rently Chairman of the 
Tooele City Planning & 
Zoning Commission and 
have been a member 
since February 2005. I 

have also served on the Tooele City 
Animal Control Appeals Board, Char-
ter Revision Committee, and TCPD 
ViPS volunteer program.   
   For the past four years my wife and 
I have regularly attended Tooele City 
Council, Planning & Zoning, as well 
as TCSD School Board meetings. I 
ran for a School Board position in 
district 4 in 2004.

   I am running for City Council be-
cause after many years of being 
present at City Council meetings 
becoming familiar with both person-
nel and procedures; coupled with 
my leadership experiences as a 
business owner and member of the 
Planning & Zoning Commission; 
and my familiarity of a rapidly-
growing farming community grap-
pling with the challenges of popula-
tion growth (I used to live in Vista, 
California—which tripled in popula-
tion within twenty years), I feel that I 
possess the knowledge and abilities 
to help guide Tooele City through a 
properly-managed duration of simi-
lar growth now before us. 
   My goals include: wise implemen-
tation and protection of our water 
resources, improvements to and 
expansion of our transportation in-
frastructure, continued development 
of our commercial tax-base, appro-
priate zoning mixes, and expanding 
our current community- and family-
oriented programs such as Commu-
nities That Care, Fridays on Vine, 
and the Farmers’ Market. 

Richard Olson:  As a teen-
ager living in Salt Lake, I 
made a trip out to Tooele 
with a church league soft-
ball team.  I was impressed 
by this small town.  In 1996 

I moved here with my family.  I work 
as a self employed finish carpenter, 
specializing in staircases.  My chil-
dren have attended elementary, Jr. 
High and High school here.  I’m in-
volved with the cub scout and boy 
scout programs. 
     Since moving here, I’ve been 
glad to see Tooele grow.  However, 
I have seen the small family owned 
businesses struggle and close, leav-
ing buildings vacated and left to be-
come an eyesore on the community.  
Growth has also brought in more 
issues with gangs, drugs and teen 
pregnancy. 

     I would like to see people take 
pride in their community, be an ac-
tive part in keeping Tooele beautiful 
for its residents and visitors.  I would 
like to see the owners of vacant 
property be held responsible for up-
keep.  I support local businesses.  I 
would like to take an active role in 
making Tooele a place where peo-
ple are proud to live and raise their 
families. 

Teri B. Ellsworth: a 
Tooele native, is a mother, 
business owner, consult-
ant and trainer. Her range 
of experience has af-
forded the opportunity to 

live and do business in various cit-
ies, exposing her to diverse commu-
nity structures and how they work.

Her participation 
on the Council will include forward 
thinking approaches to sustainable 
water resources/treatment and sup-
porting fair, ethical, appropriate, 
zoning and development.  She 
pledges to support programs that 
help retain current businesses.  She 
endorses solicitation of well-
rounded retail/commercial develop-
ment that enhances quality of life 
with purchasing choices that keep 
our dollars here.

Parents:
