The 2nd page needs 
to be notarized but we have notaries at Tooele City Hall.  It takes a few days to go through the approval process.  After being approved, 
you will be contacted about payment.  Your certificate will then be mailed to you.

Tooele Police would like to remind everyone there is no parking allowed on the July 4th parade route.  Parking on the route creates hazardous condi-
tions for the children by forcing them into the street dangerously close to the procession.

Police would also like to remind parents to monitor their 
children closely during the parade to ensure they remain a safe distance away from the parade procession.  This is most problematic when candy falls 
too close to the procession.  As long as citizens are mindful of these rules and recommendations, we are confident the parade will be safe and fun for 
all.
