Our streets department does an excellent job keeping
city streets clear of snow. City ordinance prohibits
parking on city streets between the
hours of 2 am to 6 am during the
winter months. Please help city
snowplow drivers by not parking
on the streets and keeping things
like basketball hoops off the
streets!

Anyone offering a “service” from their home for compensation, requires a
Tooele City Business License. This includes contractors even though li-
censed by the State. You can access the Business License Application on the
city’s website at www.tooelecity.org. Go to the “Department Drop Down list”
to City Recorder. You will see a list of applications to the left of the screen.
The Business License Application is the first one. Fill out the application (2nd
page needs to be notarized). After being approved you will be contacted re-
garding payment of the $40 fee. After payment, your Business License Cer-
tificate will be mailed to you. If you have questions, call the Recorder’s Office

If a major storm occurs, the fire hydrants
nearest your home should be kept clear so
that firefighters can readily locate and use
it.

Ensure your pets are kept safe and se-
cure when outside temperatures are below
freezing.
