The Drinking Water Source 
Protection Plan for  Tooele City is 
available for your review. It 
contains information about source 
protection zones, potential contami-
nation sources, and management 
strategies to protect each of our 
drinking water sources. Potential 
contamination sources common in 
our protection areas include sanitary 
sewer lines, septic tanks, roads, 
residential, commercial and indus-
trial areas, etc. These sources of 
potential contamination  are typical-
ly classified as a low susceptibil-
ity.  Sources which are classified as 
medium susceptibility include 
buried fuel storage tanks, accidental 
spills of potential contaminants, or 
other similar conditions. The City 
has developed management strate-
gies to further protect all of our 
sources from contamination. Con-
tact the Public Works Dept. at 435-
843-2130, for questions or concerns 
about our source protection plan. 

 UDOT will begin construcƟon on SR-36 (Main Street) on 
June 1, 2015. The project will fully reconstruct the road from 
3 O’Clock Drive to 1280 North and rehabilitate the pavement 
from 1280 North to Stansbury Parkway. Current work taking 
place on the Tooele City waterline will be complete by the 

end of June. Traffic restricƟons for reconstrucƟon of SR-36 will be similar to those used during the 
waterline work. One lane of traffic will remain open in each direcƟon at all Ɵmes with cross street 
closures as needed. Please remember to uƟlize 50 East and 50 West to access local businesses. 
Please plan ahead, use alternate routes and anƟcipate the addiƟonal traffic and potenƟal delays.
