Now I need you to go one 
better and look for even more 
ways to conserve.  We need 

to get very 
serious about 
doing this, all 
of us, not just 
some. If we 
don’t, this  
year there 
will definitely 
be times 
when some 
of us will  
experience 

low water pressure or even 
periods without water. If we 
commit to consciously con‐
serve water, those situations 
will not occur.  Each of us has 
a community obligation to do 
this—that means every citizen 
of this city. Please do your 
part—Tooele City will do ours.
