3 O’Clock Drive to Stansbury

The SR-36 (Main Street)
Renewed project is well under-
way from 3 O’Clock Drive to
Stansbury Parkway. Crews began
construction in early June and
have made substantial progress
so far. Crews will continue to
head south with paving
operations through October and
November. We anticipate that
new sections will be paved
approximately every three
weeks. Once pavement on the
east side has been placed, traffic
will be moved to the new pave-
ment and the west side of the
road will be reconstructed.
