BULK WASTE CHECKLIST

□ Bulk Waste items such as branches, limbs, 
and shrubbery MUST be bagged, boxed or 
bundled (with rope or twine) and be cut to 
less than 5 feet and cannot exceed 75 lbs. 

□ Most furniture and appliances are 
accepted! 

□ Ensure that you do not have unacceptable 
Bulk Waste materials such as tires, rocks, 
dirt, sod, oils, paints, construction debris, 
or hazardous  materials.

(1) General Rule. No person shall, for the purpose of final 
disposal thereof, burn on any lot, street, alley, guƩer or on any 
land, public or private, any solid waste. 

(2) ExcepƟon. RecreaƟonal or cooking fires are allowed by 
persons on their own property so long as: 

(a) the recreaƟonal or cooking intenƟon for the fire is 
evident; 

(b) the fire pile height does not exceed 12 inches above 
the boƩom of the fire ring, fire pit, or other fire containing 
structure at any Ɵme; 

(c) the fire is contained within a non-combusƟble fire ring, 
fire pit, or other fire containing structure no larger than 36 
inches in diameter; 

(d) fire exƟnguishing items are immediately on-hand 
(e.g., hose, shovel, water bucket, fire exƟnguisher); and, 

(e) the fire does not become a smoke or fume nuisance to 
neighboring properƟes. (Ord. 93-18) 

8‐3‐16. Penalty. 
Any person, firm or corporaƟon who violates the terms of this 
Chapter by any act of omission or commission shall be 
deemed guilty of a class C misdemeanor and upon convicƟon 
thereof may be sentenced to pay a fine not exceeding $750.00 
and to imprisonment in the Tooele County Jail not exceeding 
90 days, or by both such fine and imprisonment. Every violator 
of the provisions of this Chapter shall be deemed guilty of a 
separate offense for each day such violaƟon shall conƟnue and 
shall be subject to penalty imposed by this SecƟon for each 
and every such separate offense.  (Ord. 93-18, 10-01-93)

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 As Spring approaches, it is important 
to our community that we be mindful 
of water conservation and implement 
good watering practices. Find a 
Weekly Lawn Watering Guide at 
slowtheflow.org—don’t start watering 

too early in the season! Thank you for your efforts to help 
preserve our most precious resource! 
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It’s the time of year when we start seeing warmer weather and more 
daylight. It means more people will be out on the streets and it is also a 
time of year when small crimes, like theft and graffiti, usually increase. Here 
are some important tips to remember with the seasons’ changes: 

1 - Keep parked vehicles locked and remove valuables from the vehicle when you are not 
in it. 

2 - Remember that the curfew ordinance in Tooele City is as follows: 
a. It is an infraction for anyone 17 years of age or younger to be in or on a sidewalk, 

street, or alley or in any public place between 12:00 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. unless 
accompanied by a parent or guardian. 

b. All city-owned public parks shall be closed to all persons between the hours of 
11:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. unless otherwise signed. All city-owned skating facilities 
shall be closed to all persons between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. 
unless otherwise signed. 

3 - Keep bicycles, scooters, and other toys/equipment secured in a garage or fenced area. 
4 - Report graffiti/vandalism to the police department immediately. 
5 - Report any suspicious activity to Tooele County Dispatch at 435-882-5600.

Summer Months: 
(March 1st – Oct. 31st) 
All decoraƟons must be 

placed in a vase that is built into the 
headstone, headstone base or the 
required 4” mowing strip. No decoraƟons 
are allowed in the grass around the 
headstone during these months. To 
accommodate mowing, decoraƟons out-
side the 4” mow strip will be immediately 
removed and discarded. No shepherd 
hooks are allowed at all during these 
months. 
 

Winter Months: (Nov. 1st – Feb. 28th) 
All types of decoraƟons are acceptable 
during these months as long as they are 
not damaging the Cemetery grounds or 
obtrusive to neighboring plots. Grave 
decoraƟons will not be removed during 
these months. 
 

Holiday  DecoraƟons: The 7 day before 
and 7 day aŌer policy has been 
eliminated. Grave decoraƟons are 
permiƩed for all holidays provided they 
are contained to the headstone or 
4” mow strip surrounding the headstone.   
 

Vases and/or trinkets made of glass, 
porcelain, or poƩery will not be allowed 
in the cemetery and cannot be glued to 
headstones, monuments, or markers. No 
wire, nails, hangers, steel rods, tent 
stakes, etc. will be allowed to secure 
decoraƟons to the ground, and will be 
removed to protect mowers during daily 
maintenance. 
 

All funeral flowers will be cleaned up one 
week following the services. 
 

At the discreƟon of the cemetery staff, 
flowers and decoraƟons that become 
worn or show weather damage will be 
removed and discarded. 
 

Weather permiƫng, cemetery personnel 
will perform a complete clean-up of the 
Cemetery grounds on the following dates: 

 1st Monday in March 
 Monday following Memorial Day 
 1st Monday in November
