     Recently I was invited to Sterling 
Elementary to speak to the second 
grade classes about the Constitution.  
What an honor!  We discussed the 
reason for the creation of the Consti-
tution by our founding fathers.

     In the last few months, I have 
received multiple complaints from 
residents that some of their neigh-   
 

 

bors are not taking care of their 
property.  Tooele City has laws that 
require weeds to be cut below  
6 inches and to not allow garbage 

and junk to collect on property.  It 
is an overwhelming task to notify, 
wait for compliance, follow-up, issue 
fines and possibly abate the 
property.   

     I am asking all residents to do 
their best to maintain their property 
in a way that will not infringe on the 
rights of their neighbors who just 
want the neighborhood to look nice 
and be safe.  I am also asking those 
who are able, to help their neighbors 
whenever possible and be patient as 
we work through these issues.   

     We are blessed to live in a free 
country, but those rights require a 
responsibility on our part to protect 
the freedoms of all people.

DOOR-TO-DOOR SALESMEN 

 

TRASH/DEBRIS: 

Tooele City Code Section 
8-4-4 1(b) and (e) states 
trash/debris will be deemed a 
nuisance if: (b) the accumulation 
of garbage, refuse, or unsightly or 
deleterious objects or structures 

upon real property, unless contained in connection with an 
association lawfully situated and licensed for the same; (e) 
any other unsightly or deleterious condition that gives rise 
to a threat to human health or safety. Any 
garbage/debris/unsightly objects must be properly 
disposed of within a timely manner. 
 

Tooele City provides a BULK WASTE PICKUP PROGRAM to help 
you dispose of items which do not normally fit into your trash 
container. The pick up day is once a month based on your 
regular trash pick up day. There is no additional cost to use 
this program. Please do not put items for bulk waste out on 
the curb more than 24 hours in advance. If you have items for 
bulk waste pickup, please call ACE Disposal at 435-882-7009 
to get on the schedule. You can find the pick-up schedule and 
more information on our website tooelecity.org.   
 

INOPERABLE/ABANDONED VEHICLES: 

Tooele City Code Section 8-4-4 1(c) and (d) states that 
junked, wrecked, or inoperable vehicles may not be kept upon 
real property for longer than 72 hours. Only two inoperable 
motor vehicles may be kept upon real property if they are 
placed behind a screened fence, or in an enclosed building. 
Vehicle coverings are not considered in compliance with this 
code.

Have you ever wondered who is  
responsible when your sewer lateral or 
water service line needs repair? City Code 
8-6-13 states “All building sewers, 
including the connection to the POTW 
sewer, shall be maintained by the property 

owner”. Property owners are responsible for their own 
sewer laterals up to the wye connection to the main sewer 
line.  City Code 9-4-6 states “Tooele City shall maintain the 
service pipe from the main line to and including the water 
meter and other apparatus within the meter  box.”  Property 
owners are responsible for their own water lines from the 
meter box connection into the property and structure.  Did 
you know that Utah law requires the City to educate the 
citizens on this?  If you have any questions, please feel free 
to contact the Public Works Department at 435-843-2130.

Utah Transit Authority (UTA), in partnership 
with Tooele City, has constructed bicycle lanes 
on 100 East from Vine Street to 1000 North 
and on Vine Street from 1100 West to 100 
East. In some areas, the bike lane will be 
shared with a travel lane. These areas will be 
marked with green paint and a bicycle symbol. 
The intent of the shared lanes is to inform 
cyclists where to ride to avoid both flung-open 
car doors and vehicles passing too closely, as 
well as alerting drivers to the likely presence of 
bicycles in the lane. If a car comes up behind a 
bicycle, they must follow at a safe distance 
behind the bike. Find more information about 
bike lanes on our website tooelecity.org.
