THE COUNCIL’S CORNER

In the August 16™ City Council meeting, the Council approved the budget for 2023-2024 and voted to hold the same tax rate as last
year, which is a 4.76% increase over the certified tax rate. On a $404,000 house, Tooele City residents will pay about $24 more per year
on their primary home. Budget discussions begin months prior to the actual vote and the public is invited and encouraged to attend
these public meetings. Items discussed during these public meetings included rising inflation, cost of living adjustments for employees,
rising insurance costs (insurance costs increased by 27%), the significant cost increase on projects, and future payment increases for the
judgement/settlement agreement bond. If you’re not familiar with the settlement agreement, it was discussed in the September 2022
edition (Pg. 3) of Ninety North Main and it is available on the Tooele City website. For a brief clarification, the case was tried in 2009 and
contested by Tooele City for five years prior to the agreement made by a previous council and administration.

The Council had multiple discussions regarding the implementation of a tort liability tax (a tax to pay the judgement/settlement
bond) due to the anticipated payment increase that will occur in fiscal year 2026. The Council determined it would be best to implement
the tort liability tax rather than refinance the bond due to current interest rates and prolonging the judgment/settlement bond
payment. Tooele City residents will see a line item listed as “Tort Liability” on their future property tax documents. This tax is included in
the 4.76% increase listed above and is NOT an additional tax from Tooele City, but it will be listed separately on your property tax
information. The residents will be able to see how much of their taxes are going toward this bond, rather than it being paid by the
Tooele City general fund. The bond will be paid in full in fiscal year 2036-2037 and the tort liability tax will be removed from the
resident’s property tax. | understand this topic may be new to many residents and | encourage you to reach out to the Council with any
questions.

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~ Tooele City is now the official sponsoring entity of Tooele County Youth
| Court. Youth Court has been reactivated in our community since 2018. This
is a volunteer program in which youth are trained as attorneys (defense,
and prosecution), judges, and bailiffs. The premise of youth court is to give
. juveniles a second chance; it is a diversion court certified by the State of
Utah. They take referrals from law enforcement, juvenile court, parents,
and schools for youth charged with Class B misdemeanors or less
offenses. Defendants go through the court process. They and their parents
are interviewed, they must admit guilt, and then they are given a
sentence—usually community service hours, writing an essay on what they
learned, or writing apology letters. Youth Court offers a way for youth to
learn from their mistakes and be held accountable without having to go
through the juvenile court system and have a juvenile record. Thank you to
all of the adult and youth volunteers who make this program possible!

Friendly reminder pertaining to inoperable/abandoned vehicles:
Section 8-4-4-1(c) and (d) of Tooele City code states such vehicles will be
deemed a nuisance: (a) junked, wrecked, or inoperable motor vehicles upon
real property, for longer than 72 hours, except that up to 2 such vehicles or
parts thereof may be stored within an enclosed building or completely
screened by a sight-obscuring fence. (d) Abandoned motor vehicles.

Only two inoperable motor vehicles may be kept and must be placed behind a
screened fence, or in an enclosed building. Vehicle coverings are not consid-
ered in compliance with this code.
