At the April 3, 2024, Tooele City Council meeting,
new water and sewer rates were adopted by the
City Council. The following is a letter from the
Tooele City Finance Department and Public
Works Department explaining the increase in
fees.

Dear Tooele City Residents,

We want to inform you of an upcoming change that will affect your
water and sewer rates on your Tooele City utility bill. Beginning with
the bill you will receive June 1, 2024, Tooele City will be implementing
newly adopted fees for water and sewer services as approved by City
Ordinance on April 3, 2024.

This decision follows a thorough external rate study, which highlighted
the necessity of these fee adjustments. Increased costs and needed
critical infrastructure improvements to our public utility systems make
these fee adjustments necessary in order to ensure the continued
efficiency and reliability of these systems.

We understand that any increase in fees can pose challenges, please
be assured this decision was made with careful consideration of the
vital role our public utilities play in your daily lives. Tooele City is
committed to providing efficient, quality drinking water and waste
water services, including sewer treatment, without interruption.

Tooele City is dedicated to managing costs effectively while fulfilling
our responsibility to maintain and enhance the operational
infrastructure of these utilities. The revenue generated from these rate
changes will be utilized for the repair and replacement of critical,
aging water and wastewater infrastructure. For more information,
please visit our frequently asked questions page at tooelecity.gov.

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It's the time of year where we start

seeing warmer weather and more

daylight. It means more people will be

out on the streets and it is also a time of

year where small crimes, like theft and
graffiti, usually increase. Here are some important tips to
remember with the season’s changes:

1 - Keep parked vehicles locked and remove valuables from the
vehicle when you are not in it.

2 - Remember that the curfew ordinance in Tooele City is as
follows:

a. Itis an infraction for anyone 17 years of age or younger
to be in or on a sidewalk, street, or alley or in any
public place between 12:00 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. unless
accompanied by a parent or guardian.

b. All city-owned public parks shall be closed to all per-
sons between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.
unless otherwise signed. All city-owned skating facili-
ties shall be closed to all persons between the hours
of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. unless otherwise signed.

3 - Keep bicycles, scooters, and other toys/equipment secured
in a garage or fenced area.

4 - Report graffiti/vandalism to the police department immedi-
ately online at tooelecity.gov “File a Police Report” or call
Dispatch at 435-882-5600.

5- Report any suspicious activity immediately to Tooele
County Dispatch at 435-882-5600.

The Tooele Valley Rural Planning Organization (RPO) invites you

State Route 201: I-215 to Bangerter Highway

The Bridge Deck Rehabilitation Project on State Route 201 at 3200
West involves demolishing and replacing the bridge decks, resulting in
smoother driving surfaces. Expect delays over 30 minutes during peak
times. 3200 West will close during construction, and SR-201 traffic will
be detoured via ramps. Work starts in summer 2024, lasting about
six months. Tooele County residents are asked to use 1-80 as an
alternate to reduce traffic in the construction area! Find more
information at https://udotinput.utah.gov/sr201bridge.

Droubay Road Closure

Construction is expected to begin in May 2024 on

the Droubay Road Widening Project. Droubay

Road will be widened between Vine Street and
Smelter Road. Improvements will include road widening, curb,
gutter, sidewalk, lighting, and a walking/biking path. In order to
complete this project safely and in a timely manner, Droubay
Road will be completely closed between Vine Street and Smelter
Road for the duration of the project (we anticipate this project
will be complete by the end of the Summer/early Fall). We
apologize for the inconvenience this may cause and we
appreciate your cooperation and your patience!

The above schedule is a voluntary outdoor watering guide for Tooele City residents. Although this schedule is not
mandatory, we ask our residents to follow the voluntary schedule and take steps on their own to conserve water.

The way our conservation schedule is designed, allows tanks in different areas of the City to refill on the days when those
areas are not watering. This helps our overall system by not pulling from all of our tanks at once. We appreciate your help!

Find water conservation tips and resources on our website tooelecity.gov. There are great resources available
to educate residents on how to save water both indoors and outdoors. Interested in the Landscape Incentive
Program (formerly known as “Flip Your Strip” and “Turf Buy Back”)? Visit utahwatersavers.com and learn how
you can get money back for removing grass on your property and replacing it with waterwise landscaping.

As part of Tooele City’s conservation efforts, we are converting the irrigation system at RED DEL PAPA/BABE RUTH PARK to
water wise controllers. Although this means the park is unavailable for baseball this spring, the improvements will have a
lasting impact, which the baseball leagues supported. Accommodations were made to play on other fields during the spring
while this work is taking place. Thank you for your patience and cooperation during this important project!

¢ Clean up and re-edge flower beds and borders.

e Prep lawns for spring growth (rake, aerate,
fertilize, and seed).

e Mow grass and redefine borders of the lawn.

¢ Neaten up hardscape surfaces (sidewalks,
driveways, pathways, patios, porches).

¢ Clear obstruction (trees, vines, bushes) from
sidewalks and roads.

e Patch, replace, or paint worn fences and gates.

¢ Plant flowers and plants to add color, beauty,
and fun to your home!

*Section 8-4 1(a) of Tooele City code states any weeds/grass on

real property under 5 acres must be cut and maintained under 6

inches. Property owner is responsible for park strip area(s)

adjacent to their lot. Any lot larger than 5 acres must have a

border of 30 feet cut and maintained under 6 inches. Violation of
this code may result in fines and/or a class B misdemeanor.

Frequently Asked Questions

When does Bulky Waste Pick Up?

Tooele City provides a monthly bulky waste pickup program year-
round. The pick up day is once a month (based on your normal
garbage pickup day) for those items which do not fit into your trash
container. This service is provided at no additional cost to Tooele
City residents and will go a long way in cleaning up our City and
keeping it clean. This May you will get an extra bulk waste pick up
day. See the schedule.

Will Bulky Waste pick up old furniture and appliances?

Yes! Bulky Waste accepts old appliances (items must have Freon
removed and a label placed indicating removal), mattresses,
furniture, carpet, and couches.

Can | put yard waste out for bulky waste pickup?

Yes! Bulky Waste will take your yard waste such as: branches,
limbs, and shrubbery, but it MUST be bagged, boxed, or bundled
(with rope or twine), and branches and limbs must be less than 4
inches in diameter and be less than 5 feet in length. Items cannot
exceed 75 Ibs.

Will Bulky Waste accept hazardous waste?

No! Do not put items such as paint, solvents, batteries, or pesticides
out to be picked up by bulky waste. Please visit tooelehealth.org for
information about the Hazardous Waste Collection Day on
Saturday, August 17, 2024, from 9 a.m.-12 Noon at the Deseret
Peak Complex.

Some Do's & Don'ts

For this type of pickup, it is required to BAG, BUNDLE, or BOX your items.
Your boxes, bundles, and bags cannot weigh more than 75 Ibs. Bulky waste will
not pick up anything that is marked "FREE" or "PLEASE TAKE" or "GIVING
AWAY". Bulky waste will not pick up anything that is leaning against fences or
mailboxes. Do not park cars or other vehicles in front of your bulky waste or it
may not be picked up. We ask you to set out your bulk waste the way you
would want to pick it up.
