     December was a busy month for Tooele City! I had 
the privilege, along with the City Council, staff and 
employees, and many of you, to cut the ribbon and 
open two new beautiful facilities! 

     We opened the Headworks Building at the Water 
Reclamation Facility on December 4, 2024. The new 
building was announced in 2022. Work began on the 
building in 2023. The new facility is rated at around 12 
million gallons per day compared to the old facility, 
which was rated at 3.4 million gallons per day. This  
$6.9 million facility was paid for with ARPA funds, 

sewer impact fees, and sewer enterprise funds. This was a great accomplish-
ment to not have to bond to pay for this building. The Headworks Building plays 
a crucial role in the wastewater treatment process. As the first stop for all  
incoming wastewater, this facility ensures that debris, grit, and other  
non-organic materials are effectively removed, protecting downstream systems 
and improving the efficiency of the treatment process. This project is not just 
about infrastructure—it's about responsibility and ensuring our water systems 
are equipped to meet the challenges of today and tomorrow. Clean water and 
effective wastewater management are essential to public health, economic  
vitality, and environmental protection. This facility is a significant step forward 
for Tooele City, reflecting a commitment to modernization, sustainability, and 
preparedness for a stronger future for our community.  

     On Monday, December 16, 2024, we opened the new Parks & Recreation and 
Cemetery Office Building located at 255 South 100 East. The Parks Office,  
including the Community Engagement Division, Cemetery Office, and the Tooele 
City Arts Council Office and Classes will now be located at the new building.

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Snow Event Parking  
Restrictions  
 
Tooele City Code 10-3-6(1) states: 
“10-3-6. Snow Event Parking  
Restrictions” 

(1)  It shall be unlawful to park a vehicle on any public right-of-

way: 

 (a) when snow is falling upon that vehicle; or, 

 (b) when snow or ice have accumulated in any 

amount on the right-of-way upon which that vehicle is 

parked. 

(2) Any vehicle parked in violation of this Section may be  

removed at the discretion of the Tooele City Police  

Department for creating public safety risks and for  

obstructing the City’s snow removal efforts. 

(3) The following are exempt from this Section: 

 (a) Emergency vehicles and personnel in the  

 performance of their functions and duties; and, 

 (b)   Tooele City public works vehicles and employees 

 in the performance of their functions and duties. 
 

Do not park your vehicles on the street when snow is 

falling or when snow or ice have accumulated.

Snow parking restrictions will be enforced. You may be ticketed 

if you are in violation of this ordinance. 
 

The civil penalty for parking violations during a snow event is 

$50 if paid within 15 days, and $100 thereafter. 
 

Thank you for your help and cooperation! 

 
     As the winter months approach, we want to  

remind you that residential and business sidewalks 

must be cleared of snow, hail, ice, and sleet within 

24 hours after a storm stops. This is especially  

important in areas that are school walking routes!  

Tooele City Code 4-11-15(1) states: “It is unlawful 

for any person owning or exercising control over 

any real property abutting any public sidewalk to fail 

to remove or cause to be removed from such sidewalk all hail, snow, or 

sleet falling thereon, or ice forming thereon, within 24 hours after such 

hail, snow, or sleet has ceased falling or ice has ceased forming.” 

     When the snow falls, don’t let our students fall! Please keep all  

sidewalks that border your property clear, including the sidewalk in your 

backyard along the street (double frontage—see article below)! We 

need your help especially along school walking routes!   

     Do not place or propel snow, hail, ice and sleet in a roadway or other 

portions of sidewalks. Tooele City Code 4-11-15(2) states: “It is  

unlawful for any person to place or propel, or cause to be placed or  

propelled, snow, ice, 

hail, or sleet in the  

public way or in any 

manner which poses a 

hazard to vehicular or 

pedestrian traffic.”   

     Please be courteous 

to your neighbors, do 

not blow leaves, snow 

or other debris into their 

yards.

Snow Event Parking Restrictions and Winter Weather Reminders 

WHAT IS A DOUBLE FRONTAGE LOT? 

     A double frontage lot is defined as a lot that has primary frontage, 
the street in front of your property, and also has secondary frontage 
which is an additional street that abuts your property (Tooele City 
Code 7-19-7.1).  This usually means that your lot has a street in the 
front and back of your property.  If you have a double frontage lot, 
you are responsible to keep the sidewalk at the back of your  
property clean, in addition to the sidewalk in front of your property.  

     Please remember that Tooele City Code 4-11-19 requires that  
residential and business sidewalks must be cleared of obstructions 
such as, but not limited to garbage, plants, leaves, dirt, and  
construction materials. Tooele City Code also requires that snow, 
hail, ice, and sleet be removed within 24 hours after a storm stops.  

     The responsibility to keep sidewalks clear also applies to sidewalks on corner lots as well as double frontage lots.  If you have a corner 
lot, you are responsible to keep the sidewalk on the side of your property clean in addition to the sidewalk in front of your property.   

     Please help keep Tooele City safe and clean by making sure that your sidewalks are clear for pedestrian traffic.  Thank you!

200 West and Utah Avenue All-Way Stop: 
Upon completion of a traffic study on this intersection, it was determined that this 
intersection warranted an all-way stop.  Stop signs were added to Utah Avenue at 
200 West at the end of December. 
 

520 East 1000 North Traffic Signal: 
This project is in its construction phase. You will continue to see activity in this 
intersection over the next several months. 
 

As our community continues to grow, ensuring safety on our roads remains 
a top priority. Many residents have asked how decisions are made about 
where to install traffic signals or all-way stops. The process is rooted in  
thorough traffic studies and adherence to established safety warrants. These 
studies evaluate factors such as traffic volume, pedestrian activity, and  
accident history to determine where additional traffic controls are  
necessary. We understand that waiting for these measures can be  
frustrating, and we greatly appreciate the patience of our residents as we 
work to make our roadways safer for everyone.  As always, please always 
use caution and stay alert when driving.  

 

Droubay Road: 
The road is paved and open for travel. Contractors will continue work in the area. 
They will be cleaning up, grading, and placing rock in the landscape areas. 
 

New Streetlights: 
10 new streetlights are scheduled to be installed in the following areas: 4 new 
lights on Valley View Dr. and 6 new lights in the Nottingham Dr./Upland Dr. area. 
 

Park Strip Tree Trimming: 
As weather allows, the Streets Department will continue working on trimming 
trees in park strips through the winter. We encourage residents to trim their own 
park strip trees to allow larger vehicles like snowplows to get closer to the curb 
without the trees causing damage to the vehicles. Recommended minimum  
clearance for trimming trees is 12’ 6” over the street and 8’ over sidewalks.  This is 
what one resident had to say about our tree maintenance program... 

 

“I'd like to thank the Tooele Public Works department for providing tree 
maintenance this year. This service is a great help to residents. Yesterday your 
crew worked on the trees in our park strip, and I am impressed with their  
courteous, helpful, and professional work in our yard and throughout our  
neighborhood.  I think that citizens want to comply with city regulations for tree 
clearance, but most of us lack the equipment to handle removal and disposal of 
high, large branches. Thank you so much for the help!” ~J. Hansen

Happy Holidays 

from Tooele City 

Every year when the weather turns cold, the City receives 
many reports of frozen pipes.  The best thing that you can 
do to prevent this in your home is to keep the pipes 
open.  Leaving a slow drip or trickle in a faucet overnight, 
when the temperature and water usage is lowest, can 
prevent the water in your pipes from sitting still and 

freezing.  Yes, the slow drip or trickle may end up costing you a little extra on 
your water bill, but that amount will always be dramatically less than the 
cost to repair frozen pipes in your home and the water damage it can cause. 
 

Other helpful tips to residents to avoid frozen water pipes this winter: 
1. Maintain heat at a minimum of 55 degrees. 
2. Avoid cold drafts by the meter or exposed pipes by caulking 

holes in foundations and window frames. 
3. If the water meter or piping is near the foundation in a cold area, 

wrap the meter and pipes and insulate. 
4. When temperatures are severely cold, run the cold water faucet 

at a minimum rate (trickle) to maintain water movement 
through your piping to prevent freezing.
